MAIN FEATURE

A report developed by the Global CCS Institute, the
International Energy Agency (IEA) and the Carbon
Sequestration Leadership Forum (CSLF) was tabled for
the G8 Summit Meeting in Muskoka in June. The report
revealed 238 active CCS projects globally, of which

80 were large-scale, integrated projects (LSIPs) in
various stages of operation and development planning.
These 80 LSIPs could access more than US$26 billion
of proposed government support.

The 80 large-scale, integrated projects included:
® nine operating;
e two under construction;

e 21 in the most mature category of development
planning (that is conducting feasibility studies and
preliminary engineering design);

e 24 conducting pre-feasibility studies and preliminary
cost estimates; and

e 24 undertaking scoping studies.

When earlier figures are adjusted to the same standards,
they reveal an increase of 13 LSIPs over the 67 reported
for the previous year, and increase of 20 per cent.

The change in status of many projects is equally
significant to the numbers above. Projects move through
five phases — identify, evaluate, define, execute and
operate — and clearly the prospects of success increase
with each step.

Peter Grubnic, the Institute’s Projects Manager, says it
is pleasing that between 2009 and 2010 there was a

50 per cent increase — from 14 to 21 — in the number

of projects that had reached the define stage. That, he
says, is a significant trend given the G8-endorsed goal of
20 committed LSIP projects by 2020.
